NEW TESTAMENT TITHING








Some have argued over the years that because we are a New Testament Church and are no longer under the law, that tithing has been done away with. The basis for their argument has been Galatians 3:13.


Turn to; Galatians 3:13





Some have said that tithing was done away with when Jesus redeemed us from the curse of the law, but what they don’t understand is, the curse that is spoken of in Malachi 3:9 was never explained as part of the curse of the law. This curse is not the curse of the law, it is a self imposed curse, caused by disobedience. 


Turn to; Malachi 3:9





God has always required tithing. In Genesis 14:19 & 20 we find that Abraham was a tither. That was hundreds of years before the law was ever given to Moses.


Turn to; Genesis 14:19 and 20





In Matthew 23:23 Jesus personally endorses tithing.


Matthew  23:23 "Yes, woe upon you, Pharisees, and you other religious leaders--hypocrites! For you tithe 		down to the last mint leaf in your garden, but ignore the important things--justice and mercy and 		faith. Yes, you should tithe, but you shouldn't leave the more important things undone. (TLB)





As we study Hebrews 7:8, we find that the New Testament Church was paying tithes 35 years after the death of Jesus. So no where in the Bible does it ever say that tithing was done away with.


Heb 7:8  And here men that die receive tithes; but there he receiveth them, of whom it is witnessed that he 		liveth. (KJV)





That word translated here in verse 8 is Strong’s number #5602. hode, ho'-deh; from an adv. form of G3592; in this same spot, i.e. here or hither:--here, hither, (in) this place, there.





Tithing existed before the law, during the law and after the law.





Some Pastors have said that they should take God’s tithe as their salary. They have used the Old Testament practice of the Levitical priests receiving the tithe (Numbers 18:21-32) to justify their position. But the reason that the Levites received the tithe was because that they did not receive any inheritance as did all the other tribes of Israel. 


Today God has not asked his ministers to give up their inheritance.





If it was true that the priests should take the tithe as their salary, then all believers would be entitled to keep their own tithe as part of their salary because according to Rev 1:6 , Rev 5:10 and 1 Pet 2:9, we’ve all been made “kings and priests”.





Some have also used  Hebrews 7:5 as a reference to taking the tithe, but their interpretation of this scripture is not correct. Yes, a Pastor should be compensated financially for his labor, (See 1 Corinthians 9:7 through 9:14) but, 


the needs of the Church are the first priority. The tithes should go into the general banking fund of the Church, then the Pastor should receive a salary from the Church funds.





Turn to; Malachi 3:10


Verse 10 says “that there may be meat in mine house”. The needs of the Church come first.





Turn to Haggai; 1:3 through 5	


God says that his Church, his house, and it’s needs should be prioritized even above your own. But with this, it should also be understood that there are always going to be needs of the Church and the Word of God is clear that a Pastor should receive a salary that is appropriately allotted considering the current income of the Church. Even though we are God’s ministers, the tithe is still His and not ours.
