“My people shall never be ashamed.”

Romans 10:11 (NASB)

For the Scripture says, "WHOEVER BELIEVES IN HIM WILL NOT BE DISAPPOINTED."

Wow! What a promise. I remember when I first came to live in West Virginia. I was helping my natural sister with her ministry in Long Island, NY at the time. One morning sitting in prayer, the Lord spoke to me saying, “I want you to move to Morgantown, WV”. At that time, my brother was already living there.

The first scripture that came to me was:

Hebrews 11:8 (NASB)

 By faith Abraham, when he was called, obeyed by going out to a place which he was to receive for an inheritance; and he went out, not knowing where he was going.

So, I obeyed the voice of Holy Spirit and went out, as Abraham did, not knowing what was there for me. And this I can say today, the Lord is true to His word. Romans 9:33 (NASB)

just as it is written, "BEHOLD, I LAY IN ZION A STONE OF STUMBLING AND A ROCK OF OFFENSE, AND HE WHO BELIEVES IN HIM WILL NOT BE DISAPPOINTED."

No matter what we see going on around us, if we seek His will for our personal lives, He will keep us not only from evil times, but He will also keep us from ourselves. He will protect us from making wrong decisions.

1 John 2:28 (NASB)

Jeremiah 1:12 (NASB)

Then the LORD said to me, "You have seen well, for I am watching over My word to perform it."

Don’t let the enemy put shame on you.

1 Peter 4:16 (NASB)

but if anyone suffers as a Christian, he is not to be ashamed, but is to glorify God in this name.

You may say, “I don’t know God’s will for my life.” Well, it is very simple to find.

Listen to the words of Jesus in:

John 7:16-17 (AMP)

16Jesus answered them by saying, My teaching is not My own, but His Who sent Me.17If any man desires to do His will (God's pleasure), he will know (have the needed illumination to recognize, and can tell for himself) whether the teaching is from God or whether I am speaking from Myself and of My own accord and on My own authority.

Trust me, all you need to have is the desire to do His will for your life, and the Word teaches us that He will illuminate His will. There is no begging involved, the Lord desires for you to know what is best for you and your family.

The next step is PATIENCE.
James 5:7a (NASB)

Therefore be patient, brethren, until the coming of the Lord.

casting all your anxiety on Him, because He cares for you.

He will sustain you.

Psalm 55:22 (NASB)
